From Our Rector by The Rev. Barbara Williamson 

I n the Summer 2008 Mantle, I spoke to the notion of bringing on a second 
priest.  Many parishioners talked in the Parish Feedback Project interviews 

about how great it was when the Rev. Libby Berman was on staff first as an intern 
and then as Assistant to the Rector (2000-2004). Libby brought great energy and 
joy to her work and connected well with young and old alike. We were very sorry 
to see her go. We did not replace her during the new building construction, and 
then, with $45,000 a year in debt service (though 2013), the whole idea of 
affording a second priest seemed ridiculous to even contemplate. And yet we 
cannot deny that we all want a second priest on staff so that parishioners get 
what they need without running themselves or me into the ground.   

 

In the discussions at the Vestry level, we reached clarity about 
a number of issues: 
 

1. Because of financial limitations, any hire would have to be 
part-time 
2. The person hired would have to be experienced so as to 
minimize the time I need to spend on training and supervision 
3. Hiring a recently retired priest eliminates the need to pay 
pension or health insurance, a savings of $12000-$15000.  
4. No matter who is hired, it is key that the priest is highly 
compatible with me. 
 

The successful candidate will be a good preacher, teacher, and pastor who is 
liturgically creative and enjoys working with all ages. He or she will be  open-
hearted, energetic, and have a good sense of humor. Best case, the candidate will 
have gifts that complement and augment mine.  
 

Given that we have the money in hand to fund the position for a year, the vestry 
and I have decided to move forward with interviewing. I am in the process of 
forming a committee of parishioners to help screen candidates.  
 

Unquestionably, sustaining the funding for this second clergy position is a 
stretch, but with God’s help and yours, it is not impossible. And the benefit to the 
parish of a well-functioning clergy team is priceless in terms of variety in 
preaching, teaching, worship, pastoral care, and the development and support of 
lay leaders.  The wardens and I invite your comments, questions, and 
suggestions.

Because of the alleged violation of Safe Church guidelines on the Appalachia Service Project 
trip earlier this summer, we have taken steps to be sure everyone knows what the guidelines 
are and how they are to be observed.  
 
Copies of Safe Church Policy will be available in the Library and the Church Office by 
September 21st.  A one-page synopsis of the Policy will be posted in all classrooms, the nursery, 
the bulletin boards, and the website.  In addition, St. Elizabeth’s is now an official CORI site.  
All adults who wish to work with children and youth will be required to undergo a CORI 
check.  
 
Barbara’s goal is to have met with all teachers, youth leaders and interested parent groups to go 
over the Safe Church Policy and Guidelines by the middle of October. The youth in the Rite 13, 
J2A, and YAC classes will also be advised with respect to appropriate adult behavior. 
 
Part of our mission and ministry is to assure the well-being of our most vulnerable members. 
And we will do everything in our power to be faithful to that mission.

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Dear Parishioners,  

I came to St. Elizabeth’s Episcopal Church for the first 

time twenty years ago.  Like many, I struggled in my 

journey with God during my adolescence and fell 

away from the church. I like to think that as I am 

maturing as a young adult so too I am maturing in my 

journey with Christ.  I came back to St. E’s over a  

 

year ago. While many faces are new, the spirit of this 

community remains much as I remember it: warm, 

inviting and full of life and energy.   

 

For the last two years, I have suffered from a 

constellation of related medical conditions including 

Chiari Malformation, Pseudo Tumor Syndrome, 

Acquired Hydrocephalus, Syringomyelia (a disease of 

the spinal cord), and a tumor in the cervical spine.  It is 

quite literally impossible for me to explain what living 

with these neurological diseases is like, but I can tell 

you that they are debilitating and they have robbed me 

of my dreams.   

 

There are days when accomplishing the simplest task 

requires Herculean effort.   Every day is defined by 

myriad symptoms, both chronic and intermittent, that 

range from severe and debilitating headaches, intense 

spinal pain, seizure activity, drop attacks, positional 

vertigo, permanent nerve damage, hand tremors, loss 

of sensation in extremities, dizzy spells, double vision, 

difficulties with bowel and bladder control, tingling in 

extremities, intolerance to bright light, throbbing in 

neck, pressure on neck, pain/pressure behind eyes, 

shooting pain in neck, shooting pain in head, tightness 

in chest, fatigue and fevers. Various combinations of 

these symptoms require frequent trips to the hospital 

for observation or very painful tests and procedures.   

 

There is no cure for Chiari, but in an effort to stop the 

progression of symptoms a patient undergoes 

traumatic and invasive brain surgery.  Since my 

diagnosis, two years ago, I have had three major brain 

surgeries and two spinal surgeries.  All of the 

procedures have failed to achieve much if any relief.  It 

is not uncommon for this to be the case. Nevertheless,
