From Our Assistant Rector by The Rev. Valerie Bailey Fischer

| have been reflecting on what was my fourth General Convention of the Episcopal Church this past July. While this

convention was by far the quietest and the least controversial of those | have attended, the fallout from the decisions made
there continue to occupy many peopleds hearts and minds. I
outside of the Episcopal Church. For instance, the Archbishop of Canterbury issued a statement at convention, especially
speaking to the resolutions related to sexuality, gender and full inclusion. | would not have known that this statement was

being made had it not been for the numerous emails that | received, all from non -Episcopalians.

My question to my friends is, why do you care? You dondt at
Archbishop of Canterbury says? While United States Episcopalians respect the office of the Archbishop, we are not under

his authority. My friends (many of whom have differing opinions on some of the more controversial issues) all seemed to

express concern that a church that is standing for the rights of the marginalized might face punishment for this stance.

Regardless of what they believed about the statement or the rulings or the resolutions, being rejected for standing up for

the marginalized is still a provocative story.

While it is always the controversial issues that get all the press, | have learned from these four conventions that the work of
the church is mostly mundane. Church business is often like running a household. While it is important to attend to issues
of justice, you still have to do the shopping, the cleaning, and the repairs and maintenance, and pay the bills. General
Convention, if it is anything, is house cleaning, painting, shopping to fill the storehouse. General Convention is about
keeping the house functioning and operating at its best.

I am proud of the stance the church has taken to include everyone. At the same time, | fervently hope that stance does not

mean the exclusion of people who take issue with that inclusiveness. A church where everyone agrees and holds the same

view will be boring and irrelevant. What good would it do if these resolutions create a new class of outcasts based on

ideology? | am hopeful, not because of what people are talking about in terms of the controversy, but about that which no

one is talking about 8t he boring, details of keeping house. We can al/l
agree theologically on various finer points of the intersection of the ancient tradition and modern society. So, to that end,

here is the list of the topics of the General Convention actions (in alphabetical order):

Communications Discrimination/Civil Rights Ecumenism Education Environment

Adult Education: Who Do You Say That | Am?

A class for adults on Sunday evenings at 7 PM in the fall, winter, and spring will present a series on the images
of Jesus from across the centuries. We'll look at how Jesus was portrayed and why, using images from ancient,
medieval and modern Christianity. A sprinkling of non -Western images will also be included. Some portraits
will be simple, others quite complicated. Some will be affirming, others disconcerting. The intent is to crack
open our own images of Jesus as God and Man to see how they might be enriched and deepened.

There will be 16 classes offered in groups of four (so it won't be overwhelming) with two sets before December
and the two sets in the winter/spring of 2010. Each set of four will have a
theme, taken from or in anticipation of the season of the church year in
which it's offered.

Images of our Lord Jesus the Christ, Son of God

Jesus: Vulnerable Baby 6 Angry Adult September 20th

This session focuses on the human aspects of Jesus as a baby and as an
adult. Images of the baby Jesus weren't always as cute and vulnerable as
they are now. We'll look at how he changed over the centuries from the
proper princely child to the very human baby. As an adult, Jesus did get
angry (he also had quite a sarcastic streak too). In contrast to the baby
images, we'll see Jesus when he is angry enough to physically destroy the
Temple market.

Christ: Miracles & Transfiguration September 27th

Concentrating on the divine aspects of Jesus as the Christ, this class will
look at how some of Jesus miracles were portrayed and how that can
unlock their meaning. Also included are images of the Transfiguration,
which explains why the Orthodox
church considers this event a major feast on a par with Christmas and
Easter.

Son of God: Pantocrator d Throne of Grace October 4th

Jesus as the Son of God has some startling images. One is the Pantocrator
4 which usually graces the ceiling of most Orthodox churches. We'll look at

| the origin of the image and how it developed. We'll also look at a medieval
image called the Throne of Grace, which presents an unusual image of the
Trinity, one that helps to bring meaning to the Crucifixion.

Lord: In Majesty -- Judge of the Living and the Dead  October 18th

This last class basically covers the Second Coming, a reminder that Advent
approaches. We'll investigate the ways in political images were used to
show Christ in Majesty. Dipping into the Book of Revelation, we'll look at
how Jesus is portrayed as Judge and the peculiarities of that book's view of
heaven.

Images of God: Becoming Human

Beginning: Annunciation 8 Genealogy October 25th
The beginning of God becoming human is the Annunciation, a sometimes
complicated image involving not only Mary and the angel Gabriel, but also a host of Old Testament scenes. But

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An Overview of the Journey to Adulthood (J2A)
A transformational way to do youth ministry

Many in the parish have asked about Journey to
Adulthood. What is it? Why is it so different from
traditional youth curriculum? First of all & the program
structure is different. There are three sections of the
Journey to Adulthood program: Rite 13, J2A and YAC.
Each section of the program lasts for two years and that
two-year grouping of teens will stay together until they
graduate from high school, with no other class being
added in. This stability of group dynamics helps create a
safe, sacred space where the group members can learn to
trust themselves and each other as they grow in faith.

The first two years of the program is called RITE 13, a
name that comes from a liturgical coming of age
ceremony we celebrate with young people around their
13h birthday. This rite is loosely based on the Jewish
bar/bat mitzvah tradition and is a way for the entire
congregation to celebrate the unique gifts and abilities of
its young teens. The two years of Rite 13 focus on
recognizing the gifts God has given us, celebrating our
creative potential, and learning to interact as a
community of faith.

The second segment is J2A, an acronym forJOURNEY
TO ADULTHOOD . ltis a little confusing since the name
of this segment has the same name as the entire program,
but the reason for this is that the bulk of the work gets
done in these two years, building on the foundation of
the Rite 13 experience. During these years, teens learn
and practice six basic skills of adulthood: active listening,
negotiation,  assertion, research & information
management, partnership and leadership. This is also the
time of preparation for Confirmation which is offered at
the end of the second year. The crescendo of the J2A
experience is a Holy Pilgrimage, the location and design
of which is determined by the teens in consultation with
the adult leaders and parents.

The last two years of the Journey to Adulthood program
are referred to as YAC, which stands for YOUNG
ADULTS IN CHURCH YAC students are encouraged
to accept more adult responsibilities and to contribute
their time, talent and treasure in ways that support the
ongoing work of the church. Teens write a personal
credo of beliefs and rely on their trusted group of peers as
they explore their faith more deeply and struggle with
the details of transitioning from teenager to young adult
in todayds worl d.

The Journey to Adulthood experience incorporates much
learning and laughter, but it takes our young people
seriously and gives them real work to do. The program is
based on the key concept
Womanhood are gifts from God, but Adulthood must be
earned. o I't encourages
Self, Spirituality, Sexuality and Society, and learn to
connect their faith to all areas of life. It is my hope that
this program fosters an environment of wholeness and
authenticity and helps teens develop a life-changing
relationship with the God who created them.

This journey has the potential to transform not just our
youth, but our entire church. The program uses the
collective wisdom of adults in our church to beckon
young people into responsible, faithful adulthood. It calls
the entire congregation into a deeper relationship with
our young people and it calls each one of usd whatever
our age & to think about the gifts we have been given.
When we find ways to use
in the world, we are ALL changed in very powerful ways.
