February 24: Entry to Jerusalem: King and Prophet

What in the world did Jesus have in mind when he rode into Jerusalem on a donkey? We will look at the politics of the day: w hat was
ruled by whom and why, as well as what Jesus was accomplishing with his prophetic ride. We'll also do a brief trip through th e geography
of Jerusalem and its surroundings to show where things actually happened.

March 3: Cleansing the Temple: Hitting the hornets' nest
What was the Temple? What was its importance to Jesus an de'ltfehtere
how the Temple operated and what it possibly looked like, including some computer animation!

March 10: Last Supper: Good bye to friends
What is the significance of the Last Supper? How has it been conceived over the centuries? We will explore how the themes ofEucharist,
betrayal and Passover intertwine to produce multi -layered explanations. Some of the earliest pictures might surprise you.

March 17: Trial: The Politics of Death

Jesus' arrest and triafi if one could call it that i have four versions, one for each of the gospels. Though in many ways they matc up, in
other, sometimes significant ways they differ. Come and see why things happened the way they did and what significance not on ly the
gospel writers give to them, but also how 2,000 years of art sees them.

March 24: Crucifixion: What did it accomplish?
Jesus' tortured death is probably the hardest thing for us to understand. Why did Jesus die that way? How could God do such a thing? Art
provides some surprising and interesting ways to explore what was going on and why.

Sacred Text: Reflecting on the sacred texts of our professions as a way to finding a language to explain why the Bible is sac red text to
our Christian tradition.

This is an ongoing conversation that uses the language of computer science and engineering to discuss why we consider the Bibe sacred
text. The first part of the discussion involves shar i nrgalengireérisg
(which has almost always been textbooks from college). The second part of the discussion involves applying the criteria of scientific sacred
text to the Bible. Donét worry; this is not heresy, bl they laickithei s
theological language to do so. Where else can you ask, is it possible that Leviticus is a technical manual much like the Psahs is poetry?
Come and find out the questions. Join other computer science and engineering professionals in this discussion, which will be facilitated by
Val erie (who has no background in computer science, but cefihdtfeoms
these fields, come anyway, the new questions and Biblical insights are very interesting (dare | say fascinating?). Please sig up by emailing
Valerie at valerie_bailey@stelizabeths.org.
