 F  or the first time in my tenure at St. Elizabethõs we are offering a weekend retreat for families and individuals August 27-29 at the Barbara C. Harris Camp and Conference 

Center in Greenfield, NH . The weekend will offer ample opportunities for fun, fellowship, 

learning, and worship.  

 

The theme of the weekend will be the stewardship of time, offering opportunities to step off the treadmill to reflect on 

how we use the gift of time and think about new ways to manage it.  Whether you are a busy teen, a working parent, 

unemployed, or retired, whether you have time on your hands or no time at all, you will find value in the program. 

We will structure activities for all who come, some age and interest specific and some intergenerational. There will be 

organized recreation for children so that adults are free to take advantage of the adult programming. In addition, our 

music director, Mary Sue Willie will do some work with the youth choir.  

 

The anticipated schedule will include   

 

W Supper for those who arrive by 6 PM and fellowship time Friday night.  

W Retreat workshops and childrenõs activities Saturday morning after breakfast.  

W Optional organized activities after lunch or free time for individual pursuits such as daydreaming, napping, 

reading, swimming, canoeing, kayaking, walking, hiking, and the like.  

W Saturday evening will include an intergenerational activity after supper.  

W Sunday morning we will enjoy worship together after breakfast and additional optional organized activities.  

W Participants will be free to leave after lunch or to linger into the afternoon. However, the camp will 

not be serving a Sunday evening meal. 

 

If you are unfamiliar with the Barbara C. Harris Camp and Conference Center, I suggest you look at the 

website online at http://www.bchcenter.org/. 

 

Not knowing how many parishioners would want to go, we have reserved space for 80. There are two options for 

accommodations. For those who want a conference center feel, there are lodge rooms which are like motel rooms with 

real beds and private bath. For those who want more of the òcampó ambience, there are cabins that sleep 10 in bunk 

beds with shared in-cabin toilets, sinks and showers.  

 

The food service at the camp is excellent. Be prepared to eat well. Moreover the chef is very accommodating so that 

those with particular dietary needs can trust that they will have food they can eat.  

 

The cost for the weekend depends upon the accommodations you choose. The cost includes two nights lodging, 5 

meals, and activities. The per person cost for the cabins is $95 for adults (13 and older) and $48 for children aged 3-12. 

Children under the age of 3 are free. The per person cost for the lodge rooms is $153 for adults and $77 for a child 

sharing with an adult, double occupancy. If you will arrive Friday evening by 6 PM and want to have dinner at the 

camp that will cost an extra $7.50 per person.  

 

Your non-refundable deposit of $50 per adult and $25 per child is due into the church office on or before June 20. The 

balance will be due on or before July 10. There are funds to assist those for whom the cost is prohibitive. Please be in 

touch with me to discuss your need or any other questions you may have.  

 

I am so excited about this adventure and hope you will plan to come!

Win  Treese joined us at the May Vestry meeting to discuss his thoughts for the Stewardship Campaign this fall. He 

has created a detailed outline of the plan and is currently seeking parishioners and vestry members to help with 

implementation. Win stressed the importance of examining our value to each other and as a faith community, and 

reflecting those values in our Mission Statement as a starting point for the discussion about Stewardship. (As you will see 

in the Wardenõs Words, the Vestry is finalizing a draft of the Mission Statement and will be looking for parishioner 

feedback in the coming weeks.) In addition, vestry members recommended showing parishioners throughout the year, the 

ways in which our contributions support the many outreach efforts of the Diocese both locally and throughout the world.  
 

In her Rectorõs report, Barbara informed us that she continues to work on an organizational chart that will effectively 

utilize the talents and resources of the St. Elizabeth staff and lay volunteers. She has been looking at other churches of 

similar size and asking for input from the Vestry and staff. Valerie reported that she is working on a Customary for St. 

Elizabethõs ð that is, a book that contains all of the liturgical practices for our church. She has also helped to write an 

application for a Diocesan grant that would help fund further congregational development through creative liturgy.  

Stuart Hamilton shared a recent notice we received regarding the liquor liability portion of our church insurance policy. 

The notice states that insurance would not cover St. Elizabethõs in the case of accident resulting from the use of liquor at 

church events. 
 

Finally, the Vestry approved both the attendance numbers for the Parochial Report and the March finances. Treasurer 

Darlene Murphy reported that the Spring Auction raised $8000, which was apportioned to the three different youth 

service trips ($4000 for ASP 2010, $1000 for City Mission 2011, and $3000 for Pilgrimage 2011.) Darlene is also in the 

process of reconvening the Finance Committee.

Vestry Notes by Nancy Kimble, Co-Warden 
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A  ccording to Dictionary.com, a mission statement is òa summary describing the aims, values, and overall plan of an organization or individual.ó 

The vestry started to work on updating our mission statement well over a year ago.  Our first step was to look at the 

current statement.  This turned out not to be as easy as we were expecting.  The current mission statement does not 

appear in the weekly bulletin, nor is it anywhere on our website (the statement that appears in the bulletin and under 

the òCommunityó tab of the website is actually our diversity statement).  We finally found the mission statement on the 

back page of The Mantle.  It also appears on the òWelcomeó pamphlet that is available for visitors.        

We have talked about mission statements at any number of our regular monthly meetings and at our annual retreat.  We 

have discussed the positive aspect of our current statement, as well as its limitations.  We have done a considerable 

amount of research, asking for feedback from the parish and obtaining copies of mission statements from other local 

Episcopal churches.  One of our great surprises was that the Book of Common Prayer already contains a mission 

statement.  In the Catechism section, the following question and answer appear on page 855: 

Q.   What is the mission of the Church? 

A.   The mission of the Church is to restore all people to unity with God and each other in Christ.        

Some Episcopal churches have, in fact, adopted this as their mission statement, perhaps also incorporating the answers 

to the questions that follow concerning how the Church pursues and carries out its mission.  Our vestry, however, was 

quite vocal and united about not taking this approach.  

After a number of iterations, we are closing in on a final revision.  One draft that we are considering reads as follows:  

St. Elizabeth's Episcopal Church invites seekers into the joys and challenges of a journey of faith. Following the 

teachings of Jesus Christ, we use the tools of scripture, tradition and reason in preaching, teaching, and worship.  

Our aim is to form and equip ourselves to proclaim by word and example the love of God, to seek and serve 

Christ in all people, and to strive for justice and peace in all areas of our common life.  

Whatever the final version, I want to make sure that our new mission statement is much more visible than our current 

statement.  Accordingly, you will see this draft ð and possibly other versions ð posted in various places in the church 

over the next few weeks.  We once again invite your feedback.  Talk to (or send e-mails to) Barbara, to Valerie, to Nancy, 

to me or to any member of the vestry.  It has been a long road, but I believe we have learned much on the journey.

Second, looking ahead 
 

One of the exigencies of the Journey to Adulthood curriculum is that it requires that students stay together throughout 

their six year journey of three two -year blocks.  This means that a new group enters into each two-year block every other 

year. Last fall, 6th and 7th graders entered Rite 13. 8th and 9th graders entered J2A. And 10th and 11th graders entered YAC. 

Each of those groups stays together in their program for two years. So this fall, the same youth will be in each class, only 

they will be one year older. So Rite 13 youth will be 7 th and 8th graders. J2A youth will be 9 th and 10th graders. And YAC 

will be 11 th and 12th graders. 
 

This means that just as was true in the fall semesters of 2006 and 2008, beginning in September of 2010 the Level III Atrium 

will include children in the 4 th, 5th, and 6th grades.  The 6th graders will not move up to Rite 13 until the fall of 2011, when 

they will be 7th graders.  
 

In prior years, the Level III Catechists have noted understandable developmental differences between the 4th and 6th grad-

ers that needed to be addressed. So in the fall of 2010, Level III will include a new twist. Since in subsequent years the chil-

dren who in September 2010 are in the 5th and 6th grades will be joined together for two year blocks in each of Rite 13, J2A, 

and YAC, those 5th and 6th graders will be given the opportunity for advanced work together in their last year of Level III 

COGS.  At the same time the 4th graders will be brought along at their own pace as they are introduced to the new and de-

velopmentally appropriate but still challenging features of Level III that are so different from Level II.  
 

The volunteers who staff our formation programs for children and youth are constantly looking for ways to improve what 

are already top flight curricula and the envy of the diocese. We are deeply indebted and profoundly grateful to them for 

their faithful contributions of time and talent in the service of the church, which is the body of Christ in the world.

Introducing the COGS Transitional Atrium for Three Year - Olds  
 

The Catechesis of the Good Shepherd program at St. Elizabethõs has traditionally started in Level One when children are 

three years old.  In recent years as our enrollment has grown we have been blessed with increased opportunity to appre-

ciate the wide range of gifts the children bring as they leave the nursery to continue exploring their relationship with 

God in the Atrium.  A recent count reveals that at least twenty -five children will be eligible for Level One during the 

next school year ð a large number for our current Atrium space.  
 

Given the wide developmental range in children ages three through six, we are developing a Transitional Atrium to bet-

ter serve our three year-olds.  This Atrium will be the childrenõs next step after leaving the nursery and before entering 

Level One.  The Transitional Atrium will be a sacred space where children can continue to develop their relationship 

with God and begin to learn about Jesus and His love for them.  The prepared environment and materials will be similar 

to those found in Level One, geared toward the younger childrenõs interests and abilities.  Children in the Transitional 

Atrium will be introduced to the peaceful enjoyment of Godõs presence, as called forth by the image of Christ, the Good 

Shepherd.  Children will begin to explore the quiet rhythms of the COGS program, learning to fall in love with God by 

exploring practical life activities, working with developmentally appropriate materials, singing songs, and coming to-

gether in prayer.

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My husband I enjoy visiting places that weõve never been for vacation. This year, trying to avoid the snow, we 

planned a trip to New Mexico. In addition to visiting Santa Fe and Albuquerque, we decided to also visit Los Alamos. 

I had always been fascinated by Los Alamos and its stories about the Manhattan Project, the beginning of the Atomic 

Age and of course, and the place where scientists engineered the atomic bomb.  

 

My idea to visit Los Alamos came from my participation in a church discussion group about why the Bible is sacred 

text to Christians. This discussion is shaped by themes drawn from an analysis of textbooks and professional literature 

considered sacred to practitioners within their respective careers. The discussions start with looking at a professional 

text. As part of the conversation, questions come up like, is Leviticus a user manual for priests? I got the idea to visit 

Los Alamos from another one of these questions; if someone in the science fields were to go on a pilgrimage to a sa-

cred place, where would they go? I thought, hey why not take a detour and visit Los Alamos on a pilgrimage.  

 

Now, Los Alamos happens to be near where a previous J2A group held their pilgrimage. I recognized some of the 

cliffs and mountains from the pictures hanging on the walls downstairs in the Christian Education wing. But seeing 

these cliffs in person was amazing. I was expecting a place that looked industrial, but before you reach Los Alamos, 

you drive through breath -taking vistas beneath wide-open sky ð a fitting prelude to a pilgrimage.  

 

As you enter Los Alamos, you are met with two signs; first, Los Alamos, the place of discovery. Then, the second sign, 

a huge blue governmental billboard with white letters detailing all of the things that you canõt do in Los Alamos, like 

take pictures or video or cross various boundaries marked with do not enter signs. You drive through booths that are 

taking pictures of your car, and possibly of youé perhaps with x-rays. Ok. This is the point where the beautiful vistas 

fade and television induced paranoia briefly set in. Few of the buildings had signs, most did not, but the ones that did 

read like Condensed Matter and Thermal Physics, Center for Integrated Nanotechnologies and Cryogenics Lab. My 

favorite sign; òMagnetic field in place, stay on sidewalk.ó 

 

Oh, thatõs a big hole over there, I noticed. Do you think something blew up? I asked my husband. No, he said, thatõs a 

canyon. 

 

The visit, in many ways, dispelled some of my myths about this town. It was not a set for a science fiction film. The 

truth is, Los Alamos looks like a boring east coast suburb, except for occasional reminders of the history of the atomic 

bomb, or the current existence of the National Laboratory. It has a Starbucks and strip malls. The children run around 

after school and mothers are seen with baby carriages and energy filled children.  We visited a museum, and much 

like the science museums in Boston and New York, the displays were interesting and helped me better understand 

some of the science and the history behind the Manhattan Project and the atom bomb. But was this a pilgrimage for 

me? Could I not have had the same experience watching an episode of Nova? 

 

Sacred comes from Anglo-French and Latin words that mean òto consecrate, to set apart for service or worship. Sacred 

is related to our word sacrament, whose definition could mean that which is a symbol for a spiritual reality, or in other 

words, that place where God breaks through into our reality. For me, sacred is partly being set apart, but it is also ex-

periencing in some way the mystery that is God breaking through into our reality.  

 

Pilgrimages are journeys where we go with the hope that we will see something sacred, especially in the form of a 

mystery, something that reveals a moment when God broke through into our reality. By the time my visit was over, I

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had found Los Alamos to be interesting, but I was not sure that I had experienced my sacramental moment.  

 

So, I returned to Sudbury after vacation to our service, which included for that Sunday Eucharistic Prayer C. My 

friends and I often call Prayer C the Star Wars Prayer because of its comments on interstellar space and galaxies. 

And I donõt think this nickname is too extreme, for our 1979 prayer book were compiled about the time of the sci-fi 

blockbuster. I personally have always had mixed feelings about this prayer. But, after visiting Los Alamos, this 

prayer took on deeper meaning. 

 

òAt your command all things came to be: the vast expanse of 

interstellar space, galaxies, suns, the planets in their courses, 

and this fragile earth, our island home.  

By your will they were created and have their being. 

 

From the primal elements you brought forth the human race,  

and blessed us with memory, reason, and skill. You made us 

the rulers of creation. But we turned against you, and betrayed  

your trust; and we turned against one another.
