My first
sabbatical was divided between the summer of 2005 and the winter of 2006, following my first seven years as rector. In

2012, | will be away from February 12 through May 28th. | am already in conversation with candidates to serve
temporarily in my place. All the necessary pieces will be in place to assure the smooth operation of the parish while | am

gone.

My first sabbatical was overly ambitious. | completed the Spiritual Exercises of St. Ignatius in the 30-day silent retreat. |
kayaked with my family off of Vancouver Island. | spent five weeks in Brazil in an immersion program studying
Portuguese, and spent Holy Week on retreat at Emery House in West Newbury. That was a good rich experience, but
this next sabbatical will be much less dramatic and attend, yes to the needs of my soul, but also to the needs of my heart,
and that is connection with family.

One of the realities of clergy life besides being on call 24/7 is that we work every weekend, save the four weekends we

get for vacation. The world my family and friends live in gets weekends off. Inevitably they want to visit on or be visited

on weekends. Since my closest family member lives 700 miles away with the rest ranging from 1100 to 2200 miles away,

visits are few and far between.
