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  From Our Rector

St  . Elizabethans, I have been singing your praises. 
You could not have delighted me more than you 

did with the all parish worship on June 10 th, and I have 
been telling anyone willing to listen ñ parishioners who 
missed it, colleagues, friends, and family membersñall 
about it. The energy and creativity you poured into the 
liturgy, the dedication and commitment you exhibited 
in pulling off such a feat, were beyond anything I could 
have imagined. What a welcome back from sabbatical! 
Thank you so, so much.   

High quality lay leadership is the backbone of any 
thriving church, and the all parish worship 
demonstrated just how effective lay leadership is at St. 
Elizabethõsñfrom the vestry members who hatched the 
idea and oversaw its organization to the myriad 
children, youth and adults who offered their abundant 
gifts to the enterprise. But thereõs more.  The all parish 
worship is not the only major piece of new work that 
was accomplished while I was away. Mara Huston, 
Scott Fisher, and a host of other volunteers led the effort 
to complete a new photo directory which has now been 
proofed and returned to Olan Mills for processing and 
printing. Lisa Barnes, Lisa Ventre, Jeremy Perisho, and 
Terry Rourke organized the Outreach Auction 
producing a terrific event and generating a net profit of 
just under $15,000. The wardens and the vestry worked 
on a new organizational structure that would improve 
communications, response time, and work -flow, as well 
as make the best use of my time and gifts.  

Distinguishing features of the lay leadership at St. Eõs 
are mutuality and collaboration. By this I mean that the 

leaders of this congregation help, teach 
and support me at least as much as I 
help, teach, and support them. While I was away, the 
vestry members started taking turns offering the 
leadership and material for the 30 minutes of spiritual 
formation time that begins every vestry meeting. My 
first experience of being fed in this way was in June 
when Darlene Murphy offered wonderful insights Jesus, 
CEO. Using Ancient Wisdom for Visionary Leadership by 
Laurie Beth Jones (http://www.amazon.com/Jesus -
CEO-Ancient -Visionary -Leadership/dp/0786881267 ) 
upon which we reflected.  

Likewise, I have been interviewing candidates for the 
half -time position of Coordinator of Christian 
Formation for Children and Youth. Lisa Barnes, an HR 
professional, Win Treese, and Susan Berry offered me 
excellent feedback and helped me to strategize ways to 
attract and screen applicants. There are countless 
examples like these of parishioners sharing their 
enthusiasm and expertise for the endeavor in which we 
are all engaged as the church seeking to serve Christ by 
serving others. 

We are deeply blessed by the depth and breadth of lay 
leadership at St. Elizabethõs, and that has never been 
clearer to me than in the days since my return from 
sabbatical. It is a privilege to work with you for the 
good of Godõs Kingdom. Thank you.

Safe Church Policy at St. Elizabethôs Church 

 

All volunteers working with infants, children, adolescents, and young adults are required to complete either 

an online or group Safe Church training certified by the Diocese of Massachusetts. In addition volunteers 

working with at risk adult parishioners are also required to be trained and certified.   Online training is 

available, at no cost, to all volunteers at St. Elizabethõs. If you have not received a letter with the web address 

and your individual ID and password (or if you have misplaced your letter) please contact Peg Scarlata at 

office@st-elizabeths.org.  

A   few weeks ago, one of the other leaders in Rite 13 
said to me, òIõm really looking forward to the all-

parish service. Iõve never seen one of those.ó  

òNeither have I,ó I said. òWeõve never done one before.ó 

Well, now we have. On June 10, we had one of the most 
remarkable church services Iõve ever seen. The general 
order of things was familiar, but almost all of the details 
were different in amazing and surprising ways. It was a 
showcase of the creativity and capabilities of many 
parishioners who came together for a remarkable worship 
experience. Iõd like to thank everyone who participated 
and contributed some part to the service, especially vestry 
members Debbie Flagg, Andy Sugg, and Erin Santomenna 
for their leadership in pulling it all together. And, of 
course, thanks to Rev. Gale Davis Morris and Peg Scarlata 
for all of their work in preparing for it.  

One part of the experience was a display in the parish hall 
of photos and other mementos of life at St. Elizabethõs. The 
display included some books about Ralph Adams Cram as 
well as a history of the Diocese of Massachusetts. From 
those, I was reminded that we have some big dates 
coming up: the chapel is nearly 100 years old, having been 
built around 1913, and St. Elizabethõs as a parish 
dedicated the church in 1964. If youõd like to help start 
planning a party, please let the wardens know!  

Such anniversaries are certainly worth celebrating, and 
they are also a time of reflection on where weõve been, and 

where weõre going. At the 
service on June 10, the ushers put out extra chairs in the 
aislesñthe first time Iõve seen that done aside from Easter, 
Palm Sunday, and Christmas Eve (or an exceptionally 
popular baptism). Those are all days on which we have 
visitors, and we welcome many who come to church 
infrequently. June 10 was different. It was delightfully 
crowded, with those who come regularly, if not every 
Sunday. And while itõs fun to crowd in every once in a 
while, it reminds us that the parish might be a bit bigger 
than really fits in the church comfortably on a regular 
basis. 

With that in mind, the vestry (with help from the Finance 
Committee) has been starting to think about when might 
be a good time to make some changes to our building. In 
2005, we completed a new building for the atriums, youth 
classrooms, and offices, creating the space to serve our 
growing programs of Catechesis of the Good Shepherd 
(COGS) and Journey to Adulthood.  At the time, there 
were visions of what might be done to the worship space 
as well, enlarging it and bringing in much more natural 
light. The rough sketches for those ideas start to look 
attractive when we all come together, and weõre starting 
to have some conversations about that. 

Do you think itõs time for a bit more space? Whatõs your 
vision of what St. Elizabethõs should look like? Weõd really 
like to hear from you.
