 Elizabeth's community who come here to worship, share their faith journey, and support  

 our youth as they start out on their own faith journey. We have spent the past month  

 reflecting on and celebrating generosity—God’s and ours—and how it is inextricably tied  

 to our life as Christians, and how it supports and sustains us, literally and spiritually.

T he vestry meeting on October 21, 2013 began with a 
time of devotion to center ourselves followed by a 

reflection. While reflecting, we discussed mental illness 
both inside and outside of our community at St. 
Elizabeth’s.  We touched upon the importance of helping 
people who must deal with this. Members of the vestry 
shared both personal experiences and feelings. Towards 
the end of our reflection time ,we examined how strict 
secrecy between doctors and patients has made it difficult 
for individuals (family, friends, etc.) to provide aid to 
those who are struggle with mental health issues. 
       Following our reflection, vestry warden and chair, 
Win Treese, presented the vestry with his initial thoughts 
on how to allocate the funds collected by the recent 
Together Now Campaign. Several of Win's guiding 
principles included a conservative budget for building, 
focusing on long-term financial health and using some 
building funds for catch-up repair.  
      The discussion of allocation allowed for an easy  
transition into a presentation of St. Elizabeth's current  

financial state by treasurer Cheryl Franke. Cheryl shared 
with the vestry that the church is currently right on par 
with its projected revenue and expenses and informed us 
that the pledge goal is currently 3.7% higher for 2014 than 
it was in 2013. Cheryl also mentioned a 17% increase in 
expenses from the previous year. However, this was 
expected since the 17% is a reflection of the money used 
for hiring our new assistant rector, Jack (who we are all 
excited to have with us). 
     To conclude the meeting (the 2 hours I was present for) 
Ian Springsteel gave a quick run through of his buildings 
and grounds report. Highlights included Ian's 
recommendation of Mark Montgomery, who gave the 
lowest bid, to replace all of the windows in the rectory, 
along with several other touch up jobs that need to be 
done.

D uring this time of gratitude, Win and I wanted to talk about 

hospitality. We invite you to extend a thank you to those beyond our 

St. Elizabeth community that have touched  your life and share with 

them the joys of St Elizabeth’s. 

Jeremy: Fifteen  years ago, Michael and I had the opportunity to attend Saint Elizabeth’s one Sunday with a  baby and 

toddler in tow.  We will always be grateful for the experience of hospitality.  I was looking for a place to feel at home, 

to reflect and to just breathe.   When Barbara asked a question on the Ten Commandments,  Michael felt welcome as 

the question engaged him and he was inspired by the sermon. Georgie Johnson gave Bret a warm smile and the grin 

that Bret returned displayed that he also felt comfortable.  Brooke was just a baby but she was quiet during the 

sermon, which was a miracle.  Many people said hello and extended a warm Peace.  They could tell that we were 

newcomers and we will always be grateful.  We felt welcome and stayed! 

Win: When Erica, Nina, Marie, and I first started coming to St. Elizabeth’s, the first thing we noticed was how our 

young children were welcomed into the service. The nursery was available, but it wasn’t a requirement. We even 

began sitting in the front row so the kids could see what was happening at the altar. We sat there with Cathy Briasco 

and Larry Stewart and their family, with seven often-squirming children between the two families (which, I am told, 

provided hours of entertainment for the choir!). The welcome and acceptance we felt from the whole parish is what 

drew us in, and has kept us coming to St. E’s. 

We hope that newcomers today have similar experiences when they go to Sunday service.   The initial impression is 

powerful.  It is important to make people feel welcome when they come to our church – for the first time and for 

every time thereafter. 

Perhaps you have had a similar memorable experience where the initial impression, the greeting, and the welcome 

made a difference to you.  It could be in a school, a church, a bank, a market or a gas station.     Our hope is that 

hospitality is contagious.  Some have beautifully described the Church as the family of God. As the people of God, 

how do we grow more strongly into being that family of God? How can our Sunday celebration reflect more the 

atmosphere of friendship and love, of caring and sharing that is ideally part of every family?  All of us have the 

opportunity to contribute to making hospitality a reality a Saint Elizabeth’s. 

We encourage you to extend a welcome to those beyond our St. Elizabeth’s community.  Please consider inviting 

family, friends and those in the community to participate in a church service and their children to enjoy church 

school. 

And remember, when you see someone at church that you do not know (and that happens to us all the time), share 
with them:

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Catechesis of the Good Shepherd  

Atrium News compiled by  Susan Berry 

Transitional Atrium 

(Catechists and Assistant Catechists:  Susan Dewey, Sarah 
Duffy, Eric Becker) 

I n October, the Transitional Atrium has continued to 
explore our small community. We have learned about the objects on the prayer table - 

the tablecloth, the bible, a statue of the Good Shepherd, a candle and a snuffer – and the 
articles of the Altar. We know that we light the candle to remind us that God is with us in a 
special way when we are together. We also learned about making a silence in order to listen 
to God and to others. Coming up in November we will learn about the Good Shepherd as 
Christ who cares for us and protects us always. We will also learn the liturgical colors and 
seasons, and we will talk about the globe and our place on earth.  

Level I 

(Catechists and Assistant Catechists: Ruth Griesel, Kris Wile, Suzie Kornblum, Derek Zurn) 

In October, the Level I children worked with the Altar materials in our Atrium. The Altar presentations teach the 
children the nomenclature (altar, fair linen, chalice, paten, candles, and cross) and the placement of articles on the 
altar. We are reminded that Eucharist is a meal to which Christ invites us. We hear the first proclamation of the 
Paschal Mystery: Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again, as we light the candles on our altar. Then, 
the children practiced preparing the cruets and the chalice, just as they are prepared on the altar upstairs.  These 
presentations prepare the child for fuller and more meaningful participation in the Eucharist.  

Level II 

(Catechists and Assistant Catechists: Kihm Sanders, Christine Howard, Mara Huston) 

In October, the Level II atrium continued the work it had started in September with an exploration of Salvation 
History. We worked with the Fettucia, a beautiful ribbon material that chronicles the entire progression of God’s 
creation, from the formation of planets, stars and galaxies through the creation of life, from primitive organisms all 
the way to Man’s emergence on the ribbon. We talk about the Redemption phase, from the time Jesus was born 
through his death and resurrection (the space on the ribbon is tiny), and talk about how the end of the ribbon is the 
present day. The white add-on section is the future, when Jesus has promised to return to Earth, ushering in 
Parousia, when all wars, sickness and death will end. From there, we worked on Geography, which teaches the 
kids about the land of Israel, and the key cities, mountains, and waterways where important events in scripture 
took place. There is a wonderful set of pin maps that we use in Level II that involves the child placing the 
appropriate “flag” in the slot on the map where a certain feature is located. 

For November, we will cover Books of the Bible, and the kids learn how the Bible was written and who wrote it. 
We talk about the fact that the Bible is actually a series of “books within a book”, and that certain parts of the Bible 
reference different historical times and events. Then we will begin our preparations for Advent, with a kickoff of 
the meanings and origins of the Advent Wreath. 

Level III 

(Catechists and Assistant Catechists: Lisa Kenney, Kris Wile, Angela Crocker)

everal months ago our congregation decided to enroll in the Stephen Series system of lay 
caring ministry, developed by Stephen Ministries, a not-for-profit religious and educational 
organization based in St. Louis, Missouri. We will be developing a lasting program of caring 

ministry through the Stephen Series. This model of ministry is already working in thousands of 
congregations throughout North America and is equipping laypeople to minister to others who are in 
need. 

St. Elizabeth’s will be preparing for this ministry in the months to come. Next year, a few of us will be 
attending a one-week Stephen Series Leader’s Training Course. At this training course, we will 
receive the instruction and materials necessary to implement and sustain this program of lay caring 
ministry here at St. Elizabeth’s. 

Following the one-week Leader’s Training Course, a group of laypeople from our congregation will 
undertake 50 hours of training in Christian caring skills under our guidance. This training will 
prepare the participants to care for others, covering such areas as how to listen effectively, how to 
deal with feelings, how to use traditional Christian resources in caring, how to maintain 
confidentiality, how to deal with people experiencing crises, and many other areas of concern. A 
Christ-centered approach to caring and the need to care for the whole person will be stressed 
throughout the training. 

Upon completion of the Stephen Series training, these lay caregivers will be commissioned as 
“Stephen Ministers” and will become an integral part of caring ministry here at St. Elizabeth’s. These 
Stephen Ministers will provide confidential, one-to-one Christian care for people experiencing 
challenges in their lives—such as hospitalization, loss of a loved one, loneliness, divorce, 
unemployment, birth of a child, and many other life events for which a person could benefit from 
effective caring ministry. 

This will be an exciting time for St. Elizabeth’s. The Stephen Series both multiplies the amount of 
caring ministry that goes on in our congregation and deepens the level of participation by laypeople 
in the healing ministry of Jesus Christ. Over the next few months more information will be provided, 
and we will be holding an informational meeting at some point to introduce the program.
